8. FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT - OPEB FUNDING 

A. REPORT FROM FINANCE COMMITTEE REGARDING FUNDING FOR 
OTHER POST EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS (OPEB) 

Vice President Caldwell stated the Committee met several times. 
Committee members were waiting to hear the PARS presentation to determine which 
Trust to use and at what funding level. The Committee is recommending moving 
forward with the CalPERS Trust and to fund the OPEB at 100% to get the liability off 
the balance sheets, noting this is favorable with regard to future loans. Director Schaal 
stated that by prefunding the obligation, the District can take advantage of 
compounding interest and the benefits of joining an irrevocable retiree health care trust 
fund. Vice President Caldwell stated the Committee felt the CalPERS Trust was a 
better choice for the District than the PARS Trust fund. The PARS Trust fund would 
require MVSD to determine risk levels, whereas CalPERS is a fully managed. Director 
Schaal noted that even though PERS is having some problems now due the economy, 
they will work better in the long run for the District. 

B. REPORT FROM STAFF 

District Manager Roe reviewed his written report which recapped the 
actions by the Board and the Finance Committee to date on the OPEB funding. A 
general discussion ensued. District Manager Roe recommended the Board provide 
direction to staff on whether to prefund OPEB and, if so, at what level or whether to 
continue with the pay-as-you-go method. He further recommended that the Board 
consider the Finance Committee's recommendation to select CalPERS as the Trust 
Vendor to prefund the District's OPEB obligations. 

Director Maggi stated he believed that bigger isn't always better. Vice 
President Caldwell noted that with the PARS Trust one has to make determinations with 
regard to risk in investments. District Manager Roe noted PARS did not provide the 
long-term investment performance that PERS has provided in the form of historic 
returns on their pension fund. He further noted agencies that are using PARS have 
highly qualified financial people on staff which MVSD does not have. District Manager 
Roe stated there is the ability to opt out and put the investments into another trust if the 
need arises.
